Presentation:  The growing emphasis on integrated health care necessitates that a variety of providers
and organizational from different aspects of the healthcare system work together on many new levels, 
presenting new challenges to all involved. This new approach brings together professionals with different roles,
responsibilities, ethical codes and perspectives.
